BURMA ~~ by Sara Jenkins

The following is a precis of an article sent to the Observer |
recently, for your perusal. Thanks for your interest, everyone.

We are motivated by our concern to build awareness and
support for the people of Burma/Myanmar. (I will refer throughout A
this article to “Burma” as that was the original name before the current
government decided to change it to Myanmar.)

My husband and | also feel very humbly grateful that we have had the opportunity éamdisiork in
Burma and along the Thailand border with Burmese refugees. As well, since tiguitiase people as they
have touched me, | have become more passionate about the social justice focubwtbur c

Burma has suffered under a brutally oppressive military dictatorship fier timan a generation. With
approximately 85-90% of its national budget used for the military, health4cdredaication are almost nil.
(The General’'s daughter’'s wedding cost more than the entire annual fegaltiudget of the country).

In 1988, the Burmese Military Junta allowed the first democratic electiorany years, believing it
was “safe”. However, a Democratic leader, Aung Sang Sui Kyi arosé-8%#t of the popular vote! The
Generals have never acknowledged the will of the people. Rather, she has either bheleousedarest or in
prison since that time, except for a very few short periods. This Nobel Pész&iPner was told by the
Generals that if she were to leave her country to receive the prize she woulleneltewed back. We have
visited the National League for Democracy’s Headquarters in Rangoon, wheberaeneet and support
each other. Though it has been open off and on, under the watchful eye of the government, thany of i
members are in prison.

One major difference between the massacre of about 3000 peaceful martitestsree of the
election and incarceration of the winner in 1988 and the Buddhist march of two weeks agutéesriee
Now, 20 years later the world knows!

Last winter | had my first privilege of working voluntarily with refugdeom Burma in one of five
refugee camps, housing approximately 150,000 along the border with Burma in ThailandlidicdDple,
Kathy and David Downham, retired teacher and doctor, have established Blgmalitarian Aid charity -
Project Umbrella Burma — with whom | worked. . It is available on the intéoné&arther information. | was
learning much and teaching a little English while 1 was there.

Though the camps are very crowded, thousands more are expected and coming, hay vaydget
across the river.

The Burmese people’s warmth, gentleness and humour are so attractive, thougip \aittivi
unimaginable horror stories of violence, landmines, iliness, separation frotie$amacing their struggle
every day with incredible patience, courage and community, is so moving for me.réhegpaed; only
wishing, I'm sure, for the same basic rights that most of us have never been.without

| would like to share stories of two young girls | came to know. One 14 year old usedlitoBurma,
but now lives in a refugee camp. She came alone across the river as herhzaléetsn killed by the
Burmese Military. She has made friends though she is very sad and lonely faomher As | was leaving to
come back to Canada, | felt this warm hand clasp mine. | looked down to smile at e, lanie her
squeeze my hand more tightly and say, “May | come with you to Canada?” Thheuglats, | said a warm
goodbye. I still hear her gentle voice today. The other little girl livesunmi still. This 6 year old was
walking down a village road and when she saw me approaching, she ran into the field tdéopvek 8of me.
Though very poor and couldn’t speak English, | knew by her eyes and her gift thadrgled to say hello
and welcome me.




In summary, the unigueness of this unarmed peaceful protest of 2007, is that a “governsnent” ha
killed and imprisoned revered Buddhist clerics and ordinary citizens in a peacafaied protest. Who else
in history took that kind of stand, in our religious tradition?

Whether they can prevail against this powerful military that seems totstofhang for power, they
have done something extraordinary, and Burma can never, ultimately, be the sam&/gighe Monks
overcome guns with prayer? May the world, especially the spiritual br@hdrsisters of all faiths, have the
courage and concern to stand with them? We all need to find our “monk” within and takessagmto
them.

STOCKS AS A DONATION TO THE CHURCH

If you are interested in exploring the possibility of giving stocks to the bhurc
— | which provides benefits for both the church and you, since it means you do not have
to pay capital gains tax on your stocks plus you get a tax receipt for thentwlha
— — it would be good for you to know that there is a process that has to be followed|to
make such a contribution which we now have in place so that this happen readily,

The Government of Canada recently amended the capital gains taxilmgistathat no tax will be
assessed on gains in the value of securities that are donated to approvedebeagaintations. This
has raised an interesting situation with respect to BCE (formerly Bipfione) shares.

All BCE shares are to be redeemed early in 2008, as they are being takgraover
teachers' pension fund. These shares are very widely held, and many people hdwbewner
lengthy periods. During the past 50 years or more, there has been a consideradde

in the value of these shares, and many owners who hold them until they are rede¢yeal mak
be faced with significant capital gains tax; half of the gain will be tak#éteashareholder's marginal
tax rate.

However, if the shares are donated to a charity, such as a church, beforenhiéoredate,
the shareholder will benefit in two ways. First, the shareholder will reeeigceipt which can be
used to reduce income tax, and second, the shareholder can avoid whatever captitx! wauns
otherwise be applicable.

Members of our congregation who may have been considering donating shares to the
church, or another charity, may wish to look into the above situation. Members ownin(\&€E& s
are advised to consult their financial advisors to determine whether an eatiprnohahares
would be worthwhile.

United Church Supports Cyclone Victims in Bangladesh

Cyclone Sidr

GENEVA, November 18, 2007 —Responding to communities
devastated by Cyclone Sidr, members of Action by Churches
Together (ACT) International are beginning emergency support f
more than 35,500 people in southern Bangladesfal reports
indicate that at least 2,200 people have died as a result of the
cyclone, with the number expected to rise.

ACT members are assisting families through emergency food
support including rice, pulses, salt and oil as well as oral rehydration salts.

ACT’s Rapid Response Fund receives an annual allocation from the United Church &.CanadJnited
Church does not have partners in Bangladesh but is staying apprised of thensitaiditie ground through a
regional partner and ACT.

In addition to its support for the ACT Rapid Response Fund, the United Church will imehedaitribute
$5,000 from its Emergency Response Fund to Canadian Churches in Action (CCA). CCA isaf group
Canadian churches, all members of the Canadian Foodgrains Bank (CFGB), tfuabwveasin June 2007 to
respond to non-food needs as a result of disasters. The United Church is also exploringdiavugenits
equity in the CFGB to assist the people of Bangladesh as they begin to reconstrliegshe

CHURCH HISTORY TRIVIA

This building on Queen Street West in Toronto was
under construction in 1914 when World War 1
began. But an air of confidence at the Methodist
General Council that year supported the $900,000
commitment. Printing presses, typesetting
equipment, editorial and publishing offices and
administrative offices of the Methodist Church of
Canada were housed there. It was referred to as
“The Wesley Building.” In 1919 a new name was
added: “The Ryerson Press,” an imprint that became
one of the most prestigious in Canada. After union
in 1925 “The Wesley Building” became the national
office for the United Church of Canada. It was sold
in 1959 when new General Council offices were built. Who has occupied this building since then?

ST. PAUL'S OUTREACH COMMITTEE -
2007

Part of the Committee’s mandate is to
"educate the congregation about emerging and
ongoing local and global needs and to encourage
congregational response”. We have tried to do this
throughout 2007.

Early in the year we presented a program,
with  lunch, from the Adopt-a-Minefield
Foundation to learn about landmines and their
devastating effects. Through our Early Bird
Breakfasts you learned about projects undertaken
in other countries by members of our St. Paul's
community to educate children and to improve
their level of nutrition. Funds raised at these
events went directly to the organizations involved.
We provided funds to purchase a sewing machine
for a woman's group in an African country. Some
money from the Moffatt Outreach Fund was used
for start up costs for J P KIDZ CLUB, an after-
school children's program which is now being
restructured and will return next year.

St. Paul's continues to sponsor an apartment
at Couchiching Jubilee House (CJH) - transitional
housing for vulnerable women and their children in
our community. Help is provided through
Outreach at times of tenant changes when the
apartment is prepared for the new family by a team
of volunteers. Start up money is given for
groceries and supplies and a Christmas gift is given
to the resident family. We promote CJH
fundraising events and there is weekly involvement
by one of our committee members at the Monday
gathering of the CJH families, volunteers and staff,

held in our Way Inn. There is committee
representation at the CJH Annual General
Meeting.

For many years you have supported our
Children's Aid Society projects fund for camping
opportunities for children in care and Christmas
gifts for families. Both the CJH and CAS efforts
are supported by you, the St. Paul's community,
through your gifts to our fund throughout the year,

the grocery tape program and your amazing

response to the CAS camping and Christma
projects. The CAS workers and families are sg
appreciative of your gifts.

Throughout the year we receive and review

The God Delusion. | was struck by how much the two of you agree! I'm wondering if you have read his book
and what you think of his arguments there. (By the way, he speaks highly of you at one point in the book).

I'm a member of Christ Lutheran Church in Pacific Beach, California, and have heard you speak there and
elsewhere in San Diego on several occasions. My wife and | were among the facilitators of our church's
welcoming statement. | have been frustrated for some time at the language that continues to be used in the
services that reinforces and prolongs the theistic concept of God. A welcome topic for a future piece would
be suggestions for substitutions for outmoded language in the liturgy.

Thank you for continuing to speak and write your beliefs.

Dear John,

Thank you for your kind comments. My online essays are available to newspapers for reprinting as op-ed
pieces any time they wish. The only requirement is that they state, "Reprinted by permission of Waterfront
Media, Bishop Spong's online publisher. Bishop Spong's columns appear weekly on his Web site,
www.JohnShelbySpong.com."

In regard to your question about Richard Dawkins, | am not surprised at the level of agreement you find
between us. | think Professor Dawkins is both brilliant and an incredible communicator. The definition of God
that he rejects is the same one | reject. The difference being that he thinks the God he rejects is the western
God of Christianity and | believe that deity is a distortion of who and what God is. The Christian Church has
made such incredulous claims about who God is and who God hates and how God acts that it is always on
the defensive when new learning that challenges old definitions appears. Traditional Christianity has been
buffeted by the insights of Copernicus, Kepler, Galileo, Newton, Darwin, Freud and many others. They have
destroyed the credibility of much of our God talk. Richard Dawkins points that out in powerful ways, feeding
his conclusion that God is a harmful delusion that ought to be dismissed. | agree that God is in fact a
delusion and ought to be dismissed. We disagree on the question of whether that God is the God
encountered in Jesus of Nazareth or a gross distortion. | believe it is a distortion.

I met Richard Dawkins some years ago when | gave a lecture at New College, Oxford. | had just that day
read his incisive book The Selfish Gene in the Bodleian Library at Oxford so | was pleased to find myself
seated next to him at the High Table for dinner.

I am glad his book is so popular. | think it feeds the very debate that the
religious tradition of the west needs to have. J. B. Phillips, another Englishman,
once wrote a book entitled Your God Is Too Small. | believe that is the great
problem facing contemporary Christianity. Richard Dawkins helps to make sure
we face that problem and, for that reason, | welcome his book.

PASO POR PASO REPORT -
OCTOBER 2007
Assistance for Guatemalan Mayan
Families

It was with considerable excitement that
members of Paso Por Paso went to Panajachel,
Guatemala last January. The organization had
been incorporated, approval as a registered
charitable organization was imminent and $6000
had been raised. Judith Rapson, Pat and Roger
Pretty went in early January, to be followed a
few weeks later by Fayne and Catherine Bullen
with David Rapson joining them in February.

The early birds discovered on their arrival
that the new Guatemalan school year was about
to begin. This necessitated a hasty meeting with
our Guatemalan advisors and nine kids from a
very lengthy waiting list had their schools fees
and essential supplies paid for so they attend
classes immediately. The information received to
date while incomplete suggests that the kids are
doing well. This involved an expenditure of
$110 US per student. In 2008 the plan is to
continue to assist the kids we already sponsor
and to start a new group.

The micro loans took longer to organize.

The women had to instructed on how to use a
bank account because the money would be
deposited in the bank and the repayments made
to the bank. It was emphasized that the money
could only be used to start a small money
making business, no gold teeth, a popular
Guatemalan fashion statement, nor was it to be
given to their husbands. Paso was expecting to
make loans to ten women of $160 US, but the
women wanted as many as possible to receive a
loan so they opted for twenty women to receive
$80 US. Examples of the use of the money
include buying chickens to raise so eggs and
surplus birds could be sold, buying thread to
weave fabrics, or buying a juice squeezer to
make juice to sell on the streets of Panajachel.
To date there have no defaults on the
repayments. The money that has been repaid will
soon be issued as new loans. We plan to add to
the capital so even more loans can be made.

Up in the hills overlooking Panajachel

to the top. While some agriculture is done, the
villagers work in Pana which they reach via 4
path that descends about a 1000 ft. Tierra Linda
has a small primary school (primaria escuela).
The classrooms are small, poorly lit (sometimes
no windows, with only a single light bulb), use
discarded school furniture, and essentially hav
no school supplies. Inspite of this the school i
crowded and even more kids want to attend. T
meet the demand for accommodation foul
additional rooms had been started but funding
had run out. When Paso arrived in February tw
of the new rooms needed only doors (puertas
and windows (ventanas) so they could be use
during the coming rainy season. After meeting
with the villagers Paso agreed to supply the
money (el dinero) and the village men the
labour. The job was done in time! However, the
work required to compete the other two rooms is
much greater but perhaps one could be finishe
this year. To meet the dearth of school supplig
the school would like a photo copier. Assurance
has been given that the copier can bg
maintained.
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The Tierra Linda school has been twinned
with the Warminster school. To date this has
been only one way since there was so little tim
in February to explain the concept to the staf
of the escuela. However, now that contact ha
been made a greater effort will be made t(
make the twinning two way. The hope is to adc
two more schools to the twinning. Twinning has
proved very beneficial to other schools in the
area.

deepest truth of our human identity is this:

God is well
pleased with us, and so we are free to
approach all people, the rich or the poor, in
the freedom of God’s love. Whether people
respond to our fund-raising appeal with a
“Yes”, a “No” or a “Maybe” is less important
than the knowledge that we all are gathered
as one on the holy ground of God’s generous
disposition toward us.

Improving Communication for
Pastoral Care at St. Paul’s

In a congregation the size of St. Paul's, it
can be easy for people to fall through the cracks.
Even though we have many volunteers on the
pastoral care team, the care that might be offered
can only happen if the right people hear about it.
That requires each one of us to take some
responsibility for ourselves, our families, and our
neighbours.

In September we introduced a new tool to
assist us all in providing improved pastoral care to
members of our congregation. This tool is a
purple slip of paper titled “Caring for Myself,
Caring for Others” (sample shown below). It can
be found hanging from the hooks on the back of
the pews in the sanctuary. When this form is filled
out by you with information about a situation
where pastoral care may be needed, you can
place it in the offering basket on Sunday morning
or take it to the office.

Steps can then be taken to have the
appropriate pastoral care givers follow up on the
information. Because the information is in writing
it can be kept on file and contact results can be
recorded enabling Fred or Karen to know if further
attention is required.

Thank you to those who have already
made use of the forms. They are proving to be
effective.

If you are at home and so do not have a
form handy, please do not hesitate to
communicate a need to someone such as your
phone contactor, or a member of the Pastoral
Care Committee, or directly to Fred or Karen
through the office.
