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TRANSITION TOWN ORILLIA 

A Transition Initiative is a community working together to look Peak Oil 
and Climate Change squarely in the eye and address this BIG question: 
"for all those aspects of life that this community needs in order to sustain 

itself and thrive, how do we significantly increase resilience  and drastically reduce carbon 
emissions ?" 

Underpinning the Transition Model is a recognition of the following: 
�  Climate Change and Peak Oil require urgent action 
�  Life with less energy is inevitable and it is better to plan for it than be taken by surprise 
�  Industrial society has lost the resilience to be able to cope with energy shocks 
�  We have to act together and we have to act now 
�  Regarding the world economy and the consumptive patterns within it, as long as the 

laws of physics apply, infinite growth within a finite system (such as planet earth) simply 
isn't possible. 

�  If we plan and act early enough, and use our creativity and cooperation to unleash the 
genius within our local communities, then we can build a future that could be far more 
fulfilling and enriching, more connected and more gentle on the earth than the lifestyles 
we have today.  

 
Some of the activities that form part of the Transition Town model include: 

�  awareness raising around peak oil, climate change and the need to undertake a 
community-led process to rebuild resilience and reduce carbon  

�  connecting with existing groups in the community  
�  building bridges to local government  
�  connecting with other transition initiatives  
�  forming groups to look at all the key areas of life (food, energy, transport, health, heart & 

soul, economics & livelihoods, etc)  
�  kicking off projects aimed at building people's understanding of resilience and carbon 

issues and community engagement  
�  eventually launching a community defined, community implemented "Energy Descent 

Action Plan" over a 15 to 20 year timescale.   
 

We used immense amounts of creativity, ingenuity and adaptability on the way up the energy 
upslope, and that there's no reason for us not to do the same on the down slope. If we 
collectively plan and act early enough there's every likelihood that we can create a way of living 
that's significantly more connected, more vibrant and more in touch with our environment than 
the oil-addicted treadmill that we find ourselves on today.  
 
The Transition Town movement is one of the fastest growing grassroots movements in history 
and we have really just begun defining what it looks like at our local level.   
 

The focus of Transition Town Orillia is communication and interconnection to support and 
promote sustainable lifestyle practices leading to local resilience and a thriving community in the 

face of rising fossil fuel costs, climate change and global economic instability. 
 

Our vision is that Orillia will become a community of resilience where we live in harmony with 
the environment and use our combined energies to create wholeness, compassion and balance.

The U.N. International Day of Peace was started in 1981 as a day to announce and celebrate ceasefires in conflict areas around the world. 

It began as a moveable date taking place on the opening day of each new Session of the U.N. General Assembly in September. In 2001 

the opening day of the new U.N. Session was scheduled for September 11th. So the International Day of Peace actually coincided with the 

tragedy of 9/11. A United Nations resolution permanently fixed the International Day of Peace on September 21st. 
 
In 2004 We, The World launched 11 Days of Global Unity September 11-21  symbolically marking the transformative global journey from 

fear to hope. Supporters of the launch included Nobel Peace Laureate Archbishop Desmond Tutu and 11 Days Honorary Co-Chairs Jane 

Goodall, Deepak Chopra, Irene Khan (Secretary General of Amnesty International), Marianne Williamson, John McConnell (one of the 

original Founders of Earth Day), Hazel Henderson, Ervin Laszlo, Jonathan Granoff, Barbara Marx Hubbard, Robert Thurman, Sally Fisher, 

Riane Eisler, Lynne Twist, Paul Winter, Nina Meyerhof, and New York City Councilman Alan J. Gerson.  

 
All agents of social change who recognize their own  work in one or more of the 11 Days - 11 Ways theme s, as well as those who 

provide the financial support that makes their work  possible, are invited to join in this 2011 global campaign of unity.  
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Preamble : In acknowledgment of the many existing documents and efforts that promote peace, sustainability, global 

interconnectedness, reverence for life and unity, We, The World hereby offers the following Declaration of 

Interdependence as a guiding set of principles. It is inspired by the Earth Charter, the essential values of which represent 

those of the many peoples of the Earth. 

Declaration:  
 
We, the people of planet Earth, 
In recognition of the interconnectedness of all life  
And the importance of the balance of nature,  
Hereby acknowledge our interdependence  
And affirm our dedication  
To life-serving environmental stewardship,  
The fulfillment of universal human needs worldwide,  
Economic and social well-being,  
And a culture of peace and nonviolence,  
To ensure a sustainable and harmonious world  
For present and future generations.
