Later this year, all Bell Canada Enterprises shares will autorthatiearedeemed as billions of dollars of
holdings are acquired by a group of investors that includes the Ontario Teacheosi Piams Current
shareholders will receive cash, which, as a capital gain, will be tax@btese who donate the shares to a
charity before the takeover bid is finalized will not pay tax, says Tony¥ateh, a senior financial
planning adviser with Assante Capital Manageent Ltd. Donors can also getabobhaaix receipt.

February: Guyana: Focus of World Day of Prayer

Guyana is an Amerindian word meaning Land of

Many Waters - an appropriate name for a country
with many lakes, wetlands, interior, humankind

has had little impact. Jaguars still roam the

forests and the cries of howler monkeys echo
eerily. Flashes of scarlet, yellow and blue burst
through the forest's intense green as macaws fly
like arrows across a clearing. Toucans and
awesome Harpy Eagles are but two of the 700
species of indigenous birds.

This is a country of exceptional natural beauty
and a splendid combination of the Caribbean and
South America, with a sometimes turbulent past.
Perched on the north-east corner of the South
American continent, Guyana stretches 450 miles
from its long Atlantic coastline into dense
equatorial forest and the broad savannah of the
Rupununi. The country possess enormous
underutilized forestry, mineral, and fishery
resources. It is uniquely well-positioned to serve
as a gateway for trade between North America
and Brazil.

Currently, Guyana faces a multitude of
development challenges: a weak economy, rising
crime, poor security, continued out-migration, the
specter of HIV/AIDS, and high infant mortality.
Maternal mortality is 190 per100,000 live births
and infant mortality is 54 per 1,000, both

relatively high for the Latin America and
Caribbean region; and the HIV/AIDS epidemic if
Guyana is second only to Haiti in the region.

Violence against women is also a serious proble
in Guyana. Domestic violence has been linke
with human trafficking; these issues are bein
addressed through legislation and education. T,
country has also recently recognized the lin
between violence against women and the high re
of HIV infection.

Although no official emigration figures exist, the
country has been gradually losing its educatg¢
professionals.  This loss of human capite
undermines the government of Guyana's capac
to provide quality health, education, and socis
services.

On March 8, 2008,, we will celebrate World Day
of Prayer services written by the women o
Guyana. We pray that ~"God's Wisdom Provide
New Understanding™ as this beautiful countr
tries to address its critical issues.

Farewell Oscar

The year 2008 feels a little colder than 2007 - and
not because of the weather. Oscar Peterson died
two days before Christmas.

| never knew Oscar personally. But | knew people
who did know him. Which is, after all, the way
most of us get to know those who actually change
the world. Even Jesus told his disciples that most
people would have to get to know him through
them.

Oscar Peterson had lots of disciples.

The one | knew best was a tiny man - almost the
opposite of Peterson's bulk - named Al McNab.
Al worked the night shift as Music Director for
radio station CJOR in Vancouver. It wasn't
supposed to be the night shift, but he came to the
station after playing jazz piano until 2:00 a.m.,
and then organized the music for the next day's
programs.

Al tried to teach me about chord progressions,
without much success. He had more success
playing vinyl LPs of his heroes: Previn, Brubeck,
Monk, Garner.

But he always turned to the legendary Art Tatum
as his ultimate example.

In the 1950s, Peterson was just beginning his
climb to international fame. His famous Carnegie
Hall concert happened barely a decade before.

Al would pull out Oscar Peterson's early albums.
"This guy,” he assured me, "is the next Art
Tatum."

And he was. After his death, the British Guardian
newspaper editorialized, "No one in the history of
the art form, short of the great Art Tatum, can
ever have played jazz piano with quite the same
exuberance, verve, and technical majesty as Oscar
Peterson.”

Those of us who play with words like to sugges

that words are our primary vehicle of
communication. It's not true - we alsg
communicate through touch, through art, throug
music.

"There's an extreme joy | get in playing that I'v
never been able to explain,” Peterson said in

1996 interview. "l can only transmit it through the

playing; | can't put it into words."

Of all musical forms, it seems to me, jazz offer
the best analogy for life. Every day, like ever
performance, is an improvisation. You know th
basic melody - and the chord progressions 4
McNab tried to teach me - but what you do wit
that melody depends on how you and the peof
around you interact.

Guitarist Lorne Lofsky, who plays with Peterson’
guartet in the 1980s, referred to "situations whe
you never know what's going to happen from on
moment to the next."

There's no script, no conductor; you collabora
creatively, or you crash.

Obituaries suggested that memorial donations
sent to Christian Children's Fund or Worlg
Vision.

How is it possible to serve 160 or more persons from a van?

Each Wednesday one team of volunteers (about 6 people) meets at a church kitchereta prepkesome
meal for those who will meet the van. Staple supplies for the meal are fromeylierégram, with the
"meat and potatoes" coming from churches, businesses and the volunteers. elfiaedeams and four
church kitchens are used, with St. Paul's being used twice in the five week rotatieral St Paul's
people are team members, but do not necessarily work in their home church. One of our peajtédis
to work when and where he is needed, and everyone is happy to see Mark Kellyterivas the best
muscles and lifts those heavy pots so effortlessly, and always with a smile

Each group seems to have a specialty so the clients do not get the samem&akkadread, fruit or
juice and other nutritious and/or tasty items are included. These items may be dosatgplied by the
Key Program. The hot entrees are put into individual serving dishes and packed tednsahdainers for
their trip in the van. Along with the food there are items of warm clothing or blarsketslleas personal
hygiene items.

The new Salvation Army van is loaded with just enough room left for Carolyn and a feweeotunthe
trip has a "social occasion” atmosphere. There are people, sometimes wiilads,favaiting for their van
friends at every stop and they are gracious hosts to the volunteers. Therdem,ehsippy conversations
and expressions of concern if one of the regulars is not there. The weather, locahgapgahihealth
concerns are all discussed. For many, things like frostbite or a toothaclead 4o serious problems and
volunteers may urge them to seek medical attention. Not everyone is homeleshage@meoom, but no
meal preparation facilities, while others use the shelters or couch- fuffiemnds when they can. Others
stay outside. A winter like this must bring many challenges for them.

This is a good time for all of us to recognize and applaud the efforts of the sougllaj "chefs” from St.
Paul's who made the first meals in 2002, Pat and Ken McMullen, Susan and Gerry WhBusay
Kusey. They were soon joined by others. Unfortunately, the need is increasing, but iy dmdfellare
still willing volunteers and resources to continue this worthwhile and necessasyryn

A College Graduate’s Cousin/Tuberculosis

February 15, 2008

Two weeks ago Monday | spent a long, frightening
morning in the Surgical/Medical Ward, at Mae Sot
General Hospital.

Friday evening on my way back to Mae Sot from our
College, | had a call from Mu Ku Ku, one of last
year’s graduates. My road home to Mae Sot passes the
23 year old refugee camp where she has lives. She
needed a ride from me (she has no papers) to Mae Tao
Clinic where David works, because her cousin and his
sister were there. She had a scrap of paper on which
she had written ‘ankle — broke bent and the tibia and
various other, to me incomprehensible definitions and
descriptions of parts of the lower body — all neatly
printed. She speaks quite a bit of English but with
jumbles of words in no particular order. She was
excited and anxious as she told me about her new job
in the camp working with Handicap International, how
she visited and took pulse rates talked to people from 3
to 75.

| dropped her at The Clinic and she rushed off -
nervous smiles in all directions heading toward her
cousins in the IPD (In-Patient Dept.).

When | next heard from her Sunday night | expected
she was calling for a ride back to the refugee camp and
| was confused when she said she was now —not at the
clinic- but in Mae Sot General Hospital. Then she
burst into tears. It was after eight in the evening and |
knew | wouldn’t understand what she was saying until

| saw her so | promised to come early in the morning.
She calmed her hiccupping and said ‘thank you please
Cathy.’

Sitting with Mu Ku Ku on the edge of a small stool
close to her cousin who, attached to an IV, lay limp in
his bed in the too crowded ward | began to understand
that Mu Ku Ku’s cousin, Kaw Lee Htoo , 25 years
old, was paralyzed from the chest down. Less than two
weeks before on the other side of the border, he had
been tending the small plot of land he and his sister
share in a tiny village in Karen State about 5 hours
west and north of Mae Sot, doing the odd jobs he
could find for a little money to provide for himself and
his sister. He weakened quickly and his sister
somehow managed with the help of neighbours to get
him across the border to Dr. Cynthia’s Clinic.

Mu Ku Ku’'s, parents, dead now, were from the same
village. Both sets of parents are dead despite the fact
that they would be near fifty years of age. Though she

now lives with an auntie in the refugee camp, the
cousins remain very close
From the hospital | had called David on the phorje
trying to describe everything while getting information
from the sister and Mu Ku Ku. The Thai nurses could
not speak English, nor | Thai and the chart was
confusing — certainly to me! D. on the phone,
speculated - Lou Garrick’'s, maybe a parasite, maybe a
tumour, likely TB. We waited for the doctor to do his
rounds (usually at 10:00). But it was Monday angd
many were waiting. Luckily, young Jack, a Karen who
speaks Thai fluently, has been a Backpacker ahd
trained as a medic and who now works as a liaispn
between the Clinic and the Thai general Hospital came
by. He talked to the nurses who explained the Thai
doctor was over loaded and late. He also told me tf
this small public hospital — about the size of Orillia’s
Soldiers’ Memorial sees 1300 out-patients daily.

We waited and wondered. Why had the clinic sent him
here? Did he have any money? None- all used getting
to the clinic. How had he been moved from the clini
to this hospital? — by the clinic truck. Was the clini
remaining responsible for him? The sister had bills

over 5000 Baht already. The only thing any of thet
had was me — connected by Mu Ku Ku.
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One of the toughest parts of being here is making
decisions about where PUB’s donated money should
go. The education of the young, possibly saving a life
doing nothing so death when that can be the life pr
death of a family unit or one person or only time.
Fathers get killed portering or by landmines or disease
so Mothers die because they have no support and dive
what they have to their children.

I continued to phone David and one time catching him
when the background noise in Trauma at the clinjc
was not so loud; | asked how did he get himself to the
clinic each day knowing that each day there would be
a patient that we didn’t have the resources, skills
legality to help? As well by the time some get to th
clinic, it is too late. Was this my present situation?

Finally the doctor arrived still looking quite fresh after
his horrendous day that must have begun before seven.
David had found out earlier that a spinal tap had been
done on Sat. at the clinic and they, and so |, had the
results and but the doctor did not. He accepted my
hand written notes as if this was normal, thought
myelogram then said Mae Sot Hospital's CAT Scan
was no good and raising his significant eyebrows at




me said the CAT Scanner at the private hospital was
expensive but good??? | kept nodding. He nodded as
well and hurried off. Jack said the Doctor suspected

TB of the spine.

Later David and Jack would come and talk to the
doctor and when | returned from the college the
following Friday, the diagnosis had been confirmed.

Saw Kaw Lee Htoo had TB of the spine and now been
isolated to a place in the hall outside the ward Toilets
and was wearing a mask. Pulling it aside, he had a

small smile to give.

We were hoping to transfer him back to the Clinic as
the hospital bills were mounting but they wouldn’t
take him. The French ‘Doctors Without Borders’

(MSF) have suddenly stopped supplying TB drugs to
Burmese/Karen people who cannot prove they are

legal migrant workers or registered with the UNHCR.

are now in Trauma, PUB is paying the very small

amount for the TB medicine and care.
David says he is improving and indeed today H
independently raised both his legs and gave me a hi
smile. David says we don't know if he will get
complete recovery. | hopefully disagree.

A touching anecdote to this story is that their villag
had somehow borrowed enough from someone

Easter Day is March 23 and is almost as early as it cimsgear. The earliest possible date is 2
March as Easter is always on the first Sunday after tie ffil moon on or after March 21.
This means that there are 35 possible dates, but Easter hasemobrfiaihe earliest date since 1818|f
and will not do so again until 2285. It will not fall on March 23 again until 2160.

Easter last fell on the latest possible date, April 25, in 1943 dhdewt fall on that date in 2038.
However, it will fall on April 24, just one day before the latest possible date, in 2011.

Someone has worked out that the cycle of Easter dates repeatsxafttly 5,700,000 years, with
April 19 being the most common date, happening 220,400 times.
