Just the fact that these bodies had to be able tma@e strength in the things that united them th
weakness in the things that divided them created a consciowsiti@asthat church that in successive generatio
would help them to be open to other changing possibilities.

In the 1930's, they affirmed that their ministry was open to woloeg before any woman sought ordination.

Canadian Anglicans did not do that until the 1980's. In 1988 the UnitedtiCbfiCanada declared that no or
was to be precluded from their life or ministry because of sexual orientatidmatAinhe, the Canadian Anglican
were putting a priest named James Ferry on trial in a médiestaution called Bishopscourt and found hin
guilty of "disobeying his bishop" and removed from him the lieetosofficiate as an Anglican priest. His crime
He had confessed his homosexuality to his bishop because heeimgsblackmailed in his congregation. Hi
bishop responded by outing him publicly and demanding that he leapartigr of some years. When Jamg
Ferry refused to obey this command of his bishop he was found "guilty of disobeybighup."

Under the leadership of a moderator named Bill Phipps, the dJ@ikeirch of Canada inaugurated theologic
discussions that moved parts of this church into a contemporary conversgtitimwnodern world.

It was the United Church of Canada that decided to build an expeaineburch in a Toronto suburb that woul
lease space in a shopping mall for worship on Sunday and do engrgtbé in the homes of its members. Its li
would allow liturgical experimentation and was designed to pursuwothieal learning even when it challenge
conventional Christian understanding. They wanted to meet theatdid former church members more th
halfway.

It was the United Church of Canada that produced and nurtured the Rsta @Gosper, pastor at a Toront
suburban church, who became one of Canada's most exciting and, yes, csiatr@eistian voices. She lead
the Progressive Christian Movement in Canada and is the authoeoént Canadian bestsellfith or Without
God, a book that seeks a new way of understanding Christianity in 8tec@dtury. While conservatives calle
for her expulsion, both her congregation and the United Church of Canada havetyesupportive.

It is the United Church of Canada that has poured resourcesinfiereénce centers across that vast nation, fr

Tatamagouche in Nova Scotia to Naramata in British Columbth, kive Oaks in Ontario and Prairie Christiah

Training Center in Fort Qu'ppelle in Saskatchewan.

It is a church that encourages growth, contemporary musiglotiieal and cultural diversity, environmenta
concerns, Christian education and social activism. | am devoted to it anddsvedeeply enriched by it.
To your question of whether God intervenes and the anecdudtaltitht you offer in support of that idea: | af
suspicious of most claims but | would never say that God waedrby my knowledge. The theological probler
comes when those who support intervention have to explain why God didereend to end slavery, to stop th
Holocaust, to divert a tsunami or a hurricane. It is not easy or acautadheologically simplistic.

A proposal presented to the Board of St. Paul's
on Tuesday, March 17, 2009 by Vern Ashton

To paraphrase Dr. Martin Luther King: “I had an idea...” This idea poppedmgthiead
during the night, eight or nine years ago. And it ciidhe in the form of a dream. And it woke me
up. | mulled this thing over for some time, and | was very exdgdt, despite its being
‘grandiose’. At least that's what I've been told a couple of times. But | dor@t.ca

The gist of the idea, which deals with food for food banks, shediedssuch places, is
simply this: There are a lot of churches in this countryevéry family, or churchgoer, in every
place of worship, brought just onéem—diapers, toothpaste, can of sardines, bag of flour,
whatever—every timéhey came to worship, it should not take too long to show results.

Now, let’s just think about it for a moment...

Let's say we average about 180 people in the congregation each Stlihdagould mean
some 60 + items of food, etc. just from St. Paul's alone. Not mudf, But there are 25 churches
in town and a few more in the surrounding area. Let's say thabldl they collect 800 items per
week. It will certainly help! What | want to see is forsthweekly collection to spread to every
presbytery, parish, diocese or whatever groups of churchegheatiselves, including all the
mosques and synagogues, so that it becomes a habit: you don’t deasteuifch withoutthat
precious item.

The criticism of being ‘too grandiose’ is flawed. | was toldust try it here at St. Paul’s
first, to see if it would fly. No! If only St. Paul's werevolved, and it failed, the thing would die,
period! Now, let's say we get all the churches in town going, taotbughly involved, but St.
Paul’'s fails to keep it up. The project is not dead! Supposing,rafrpea now, or five years, all
towns across the country have joined in. Orillia may falter, aleily Midland, Port Hope, and
Hamilton...but it's going great guns in Niagara Falls, Brandon, Moose &arrot River,
Vancouver and on Salt Spring Island. All is not lost!

If this idea hit me so many years ago, where has it béehisatime?? Remember, | said |
was excited by it? Well, cold water has a way of coolingan’s ardour! | was shocked and, |
admit, somewhat hurt by the rebuff | received, especially\sastso unexpected. So | recoiled and
dropped it. But it would not stay dropped! Many times during thosevenerg years, it would
niggle at me. It surfaced again a couple of years ago, when Inotbea person about it. He said,
“Go for it!” Well, that was encouraging, but | was still lgeand a bit afraid. The Lord works in
mysterious ways, however. He would not let my conscience legvalone. Said conscience has
been quite active over the last while. Then, some weeks ago, theiscrieading about Samuel
being called by the Lord hit me.

Period. And pass it on. Not everyone goes to church. And there aretgdiaga lot more hungry
people over the next many months, maybe years.  Thank you.

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GUATEMALA MISSION EXPOSURE TRIP

On February 9, 2009, a group from St. Paul’'s headed
to Guatemala on a cultural awareness trip. We
wanted to listen to the people of Guatemala as they
shared their stories; to support the work of Paso por
Paso (Step by Step); to open ourselves to personal
growth and being changed in our perspectives by
what we experienced; and to link our experience and
learning with a new understanding of the
experiences of indigenous people in Canada and
with the United Church’s Mission Theme around
Living Faithfully in Empire.

As our plane drew into Guatemala City, several
members of the group noticed the tin roofs crowded together, providattgrsh This would be
the first of many sights that would touch our hearts. They woulkdpeas of poverty, but as
our awareness deepened, they would also speak to us of the beautygmibg afi the
Guatemalan people and their way of life.

It was wonderful to be met at the airport by Judith Rapson, whoegraet with hugs of
welcome. With her was Don Juan, who, together with his sons, would pravidéth safe

transport on many of our travels. We immediately piled intora wéth our luggage securely
fastened above us, and headed off to Panajachel: the small community in which srarFlaso

por Paso are located.

Driving through Guatemala City was chaotic — chicken buses iynduses roared along on
either side of us, belching black smoke into the clear sunny dayh féWittraffic signs, people
communicated by honking horns; everyone seemed to understand when to go and when to wait.

As we left the city, we traveled along steep roadways, hgag) each mountain, then down the
other side. The roads were often under construction and our driver seemed to knowelgtinct
on which side of the white rocks to drive. Other drivers flewubyrisking their lives and those
of their passengers on the narrow pathways. We stopped at atgaststaefuel and had the
first of many experiences of bathrooms with no windows, no toiletrapeno proper means to
wash our hands. Fortunately, Judith was prepared to care for her group of novicestravele

As the sun prepared to set, we were still a long way from our destination. Don Juan gked to t
the less scenic main route to ensure our safety. Travelling,dlmee to a seat, it began to feel
like we would never get there. It seemed difficult to believe tt&hours earlier, we had been
leaving a hotel in Toronto in the cold snowy darkness of the early ngoamid now we were
travelling in warm, breezy darkness through the mountainous highlan@satémala. Three
hours later, at the end of a very long day, we arrived at wbaldwe our home for the next 9
days, Hotel Kakchiquel. The adventure had really begun!

QUESTION: WHAT IS A UNIFIED BUDGET?

At St. Paul's a conversation is beginning about the possibility of gdaick toward a unified budget.
One of the best examples of a unified budget with a strong thealdzpse is the United Church
Mission and Service Fund. Below are excerpts taken from the Uditetth’s website that begin to
explain the concept of a unified budget and the reason that we cotdicheose this method as a
national church. This type of budget is a reflection of our unifistbwiof who we are as the church.
As you read, imagine how such an approach would work here in our church in Orillia.

M&S Is a Unified Fund — A Dialogue

One: Someone at our meeting today called the Mission and Service Fund a unified fund.
Two: That's right. Always has been.

One: (looking around) I didn't want to sound uninformed at the meeting, btides "unified fund "
mean?

Two: It's a very simple idea, really. All the money raisedThe United Church of Canada, the whole
United Church, goes into one pot. Then decisions are made about how we divide up the money.

One: You mean all the money for M&S is lumped together so | garét my money to a specific
thing?

Two: That's right.
One: Why do we have a unified fund and who decides how to spend it?

Two: The unified fund dates back to the 1928 General Council and beforenébnlvers decided that
there should be a cooperative and unified fund for financing all thie @fdhe church. It shows that
the church is unified " in a core of shared belief. " As farpending the money, YOU decide. Or |
should say, WE decide. United Church members decide through thesemgatteres on the General
Council and through volunteers on many committees. Each projeftindeepresents a ministry that
has been tested and is a faithful expression of our call to serve others.

One: | think I get it. United work, united fund, United Church.

Why can't | just give my money to a mission project of my leoice and have it credited to
the Mission and Service Fund?

Founders of the United Church decided, and members have confirmed ovearteha they want a
unified fund. A unified fund pools all gifts and the money is allocatedeasls are decided. This is a
fair and economical way to support others. The needs of the church aadr ofational and
international partners are tremendously varied. If people only sudpgbeaeoroject of their choice, the
less glamorous, less advertised, smaller-budget projects would neseive enough support.
Sometimes it's difficult to get excited about paying for teieity or staples or e-mail service when we
would like to be building a school or nursing a child back to healthofAthese needs have been
determined to be valid, and a unified fund means everyone contributes to all of theevortedching
children to buying light bulbs. Because our partners can count on cahsispport for their large and
small projects, they can commit to long-term development work. T&8 Fund gives large and small
projects an equally fair chance to be funded.

Barbara Coloroso gave evidence that North America is no stremgenocide having conducted
the largest genocide in history, the horrific story of the elimimabf the native culture in this “our
native land”. We have blood on our hands that we have yet to own in duApdsin the gift of the
present, the Canadian government is actively deporting waterssgpposed to the slaughter in Iraq.
These young men and women from Barbara Coloroso’s native landtbadeup, put their lives on the
line and given a graphic and heroic example of what to do when witgdssilying behaviour. They
have come to Canada seeking refuge for themselves and theiegaamtl saying in the strongest way
they know to the bullies of their native land, “No more, not here, not ever.”

My Journey - KB Sonne

"God is a circle whose circumference is nowhere and whose centre is everywhere."

My life experiences have taught me to speak my truths as | have needed to express them,
whether it be through my music, my visual arts, writing, sewing or gardening, or my truths
between friends, family or other people whose path crosses mine.

In my journey of learning to know God and thus understanding myself | have come to
understand that clarity of thought and commitment is expressed through clarity of action.

| believe that Jesus died because of our sins not for our sins. | believe that in saying he died
for our sins gives us an easy way out. It allows us to pass over my responsibilities with little if
any consciousness of them and it makes us react as opposed to act. And in effect it leaves us
with a dissociated society. By failing to take this responsibility of our consciousness and
most definitely our unconscious thoughts as well we failed to see our past, our present and
any potential for a future. By not accepting where we have come from where we are going is
disguised. Even though painful | have denied my past to the point of dissociation from the
very experiences that would make me whole, even though somewhat of an injured whole.

As | walk my journey to Jericho it is not simply enough to see the stones that | have stumble
over, nor is it enough to simply kick them out of our way. In making peace with my God | have
had to deliberately examine all aspects of those obstacles and then move them to the side
regardless of their weight or the pain they may cause, so that when others come from behind
me the road is clearer.

I was once told by a woman in the St. Paul's congregation how she chooses her battles to
fight, implying that perhaps | should do the same. | immediately thought how very lucky she is
that she is able to do this and still sleep at night. To say we should choose our battles is
probably wise in terms of conserving one's energy, but it's also the mainstreams way of
rationalizing a lack of action to issues which are simply too encumbering to be
acknowledged. This is exactly what happens when people walk past the homeless and don't
see them.




Out of the many battles | have fought in my life, there are few that | have not consciously
decided to become involved with. More often than not the battles | haven't chosen ended
choosing me for a reason. Sometimes clumsily, awkward and naively | have stumbled into
God's Circle. | have always lived on the edge of that circle always wanting to be an insider
but after trying for many years, I've realized | am who | am and that | must be as conscious as
| am able to be in order that | can act appropriately and not simply react. I've tried to move in
closer but it hasn't worked for me. It seems that | am meant to be in a space between the
rubble and the tip of God's finger. The touch has allowed me some self forgiveness. | have
found that forgiveness is a far more complex act than | had ever imagined. The tearing
down of walls allows for connection and continuity with the present.

Insanity is the darkest and loneliest place that exists on this planet. Insanity is darker than
black and deeper than the darkness. | have been lucky; The Sunday Morning Group that
gathers at St. Paul’'s has been very compassionate and forgiving of me during the past 7
years. It is because of their love and forgiveness that | have been able to begin to forgive
myself. They kept a candle shining on the other side of the crack, with cards and letters and
always accepting my letters regardless if the content was difficult and personal- they were
always accepting, they made sure | was never alone. Without that light | know | would not
be alive today. So | thank you gentle women and the many others who wrote, accepted my
phone calls, and have visited with me at one facility or another. You have all have given me
another day on this planet we call home. And another day means another. You too are held
in my candle of light.

The recent Financial Report & Proposed Budget Book reflects anngngo
conversation about our stewardship of finances within our St. Paul’s cotymlinis
a conversation that we need everyone to gather for like a fattihe kitchen table —
with every person listening and each person adding ideas and perspsctihat we
can all make a commitment to support the plan that we develog. inffportant to
acknowledge that as we reflect on the financial commitmeritave together as a St.
Paul's family, our vision is blurred by fears and concerns thatsameng amongst us which are
primarily being named as rooted in the loss of income due to thkeetsar We cannot look at our
financial picture without taking that reality into consideration, Wwhiaceans that like any family, we
need to intentionally consider:

1) how we will cover our core costs,
2) how we can cut back on any of our core costs and what the implications will be,

3) what our priorities are for any money we have available that is over and abave thos
basic core costs, and

4) to discern together how we can generate more money for the things we waest in.

| have seen much effort repeatedly invested over the years tonoetevays to cut costs and
ensure money is directed toward what is most important — which easy task when implications and
consequences of those cuts affect so many different needs arengstie variety of people that make
up this St. Paul’'s community. Even with this concentrated effatit@osts, we have still been able to
continue to support a variety of projects and opportunities over the years.

This past year we raised over $460,000 which is a substantial amouominefy. Like all
households we need to decide how the money that is given this yebewillbcated. At the town hall
meeting, people were invited to enter into a wider group discussion latmulve might deal with our
finances. At the Council meeting, we wrestled with how those idealsl be woven into a proposed
budget as well as looking at some of the broader philosophical cormreptttitudes that impact our
decisions.

As we look at our financial plan for this year, last year’altdbnations would more than cover
our core costs for this year. However, there would be only a amallint left over for the multitude of
specific projects that we supported through our directed donationskst While all the projects we
give to through directed donations are dear to our hearts, thesoraee areas that are particularly
critical such as our Social Services Fund and upkeep of the apamraemve responsibility for at
Couchiching Jubilee House. It warmed my heart to hear peopl& ppsaionately at the Council
meeting about the need to sustain our commitment to providing fundinga® \&here people are most
vulnerable, as well as to uphold our commitment to the wider United Khiorcugh the Mission and
Service Fund.

One of the ways we have named that we need to approach our finsrtbesugh generating
more income. Some of the ideas already suggested are in the proposed budget —

1) thereis an increase of $9,000 income projected (totaling $15,000 for this
year) from fundraising, that includes a commitment to do that fundraising from
the general public rather than only out of the pocketbooks of those who are
already giving;




2) there is projected income based on the request that everyone contribute an
over-and-above $30 toward our mandatory fees to presbytery and conference
that go toward the staffing that provides program and pastoral relations support
to our local congregation.

There is also the much bigger question around offerings and stevpardshere was a time
when most people in generations before us practiced the concepsofriiits” — as soon as money was
received in the household, the first envelope, or the first jar, that money was putsrito @ad’s work
in the world through the Church, so if $20 was received, $2 was put in grengfeénvelope. | was
taught that concept as a child — though the lesson seemed vaguetiatethel received $5 for
allowance. Out of that | was to do several things including puttingi.&Cchurch offering envelope.
As an adult, that percentage of ten percent did not carry over thinkgng and in my early adult years,
| either gave nothing — presuming there were others who took cah®sd things or | gave token
amounts of change that happened to be in my wallet. | just didrthegdtigger picture, even though |
was a junior elder on the board.

| have spoken to a number of people recently about offerings and ebbirgf that they lack
knowledge about the opportunity to give and what it will support.

The first thing | tell people is that as a church famiby decided a decade ago that since people
are giving to God’s work in the world in a variety of ways thifodgferent organizations, that it would
be sufficient if people gave 2% (rather than the biblical 10%) af tle@isehold income each year as an
offering to the Church, which should mean we would have more than enouglaliaht® good things
we do. It was estimated at that time that we would raise over $850,000. That penceytaged to be
increased a bit for these days but it would still be a lower percentage than the 10%.

When it seems appropriate | will also tell stories | havengsion to share, of people who have
discovered the joy of intentionally planning to give generously:

a person on disability who receives $1,100 a month who gives $10 s airmonth — one for
every 10:30 service in a month and one for e\&B Live! service in a month — which totals
approximately $750 a year which is close to the average amourniturgiven per year per
household — even though this household is on a small disability pension.

a person who recently realized that it is primarily through tloplpein the pews that we raise
our money and was quite easily able to contribute a significanthigoamount through a

designated donation on Visa or PAR (pre-authorized remittanceyvhich supports the

Stewardship rule that says people won't give unless they are asked.

a person who has shared that they have begrudgingly given to the Churtiheoyears, fearful
that that money could mean there won't be “enough” for the thingsfémeily wants, who has
discovered freedom and the joy of generosity by challengingsttless to regularly increase the
percentage they set aside for the church at the beginning of every bank deposit.

In his final sermon, Fred shared a concept around giving, challengitm consider the possibility
of living the concept. What if, every time any of us were géindo anything that was over and above
our core expenses for life, we either matched that amount (whiwhat Fred suggested) or at least set
aside a percentage of that amount (which is what | would suggest) @ftering to God’s work in the
world through this Church. For example:

1) if we go on a trip that costs $1,000 — set aside a gratitude offering of $100, or
2) give 10% for every dollar we spend over and above the cost of a basic car, or

3) when we go to a restaurant, set aside an equal amount to what we leave as a tip, to be
an offering.




| found myself thinking about this idea as | planned my money for Gaddeatlowing it to
inform some of my choices so that | didn’t spend every cent gkt &8 the trip on the trip, but would
have some of the budget left as an offering.

A minister once told a congregation, “The good news is we have encugtyrto pay for all the
work and mission we do as a Church. The bad news is, it'snsyitiur bank accounts.” During these
turbulent times that will be directly impacting at leagpaation of our congregation, it makes people
anxious thinking that money may not be in our bank accounts in the wayeeded. And so it is
particularly critical that we all be intentional about helpihgptigh our generosity as much as we are
able by living the concept of “enough” — using only what wedrteehave enough, and then sharing the
rest to experience the joy of ensuring there is enough for everyone.

At the Council meeting someone noted that we all love our Churcthandark that we do and
the difference this Church makes. When we follow the core conttggit8arbara Coloroso shared in
her talks that reflect and capture the kind of people we want smtdehelp our kids to be, which is
people who care deeply, share generously, help willingly — we orayise ourselves at what we can do
together!

Thanks be to God for the power that inspires us to care deeply, gdraeeously, and help
willingly.
